Project focus areas:   

1) to support young people in contributing to local development in their island communities 
through establishing new enterprises and community initiatives. 

2) to share innovative knowledge and experience: to afford island communities the 
opportunity to learn from each other in relation to innovative and effective strategies for 
community development, not least around attracting and supporting young people, who may 
wish to participate in this dynamic project involving Community Coach Training.
